Stagslink Survey 
Thank you to those of you who responded to the recent survey.  Our analysis of the results shows 
that 80% of parents who responded would like to receive Stagslink electronically either by email or 
logging onto the website.   
 
We currently have about 85% of parents’ email addresses and we are sending out letters to 
parents this week to ask again for those that we don’t have. 
 
20% of parents said that they would like to receive a paper copy of Stagslink as they have found it 
more difficult to keep in touch with what is going on in school.  Some of these may well be those for 
whom we do not have email addresses and, therefore, have to remember to look at the school 
website each week.  
 
Other comments we have received indicate that parents would like to receive Stagslink on a 
regular day each week as this will help them to get into the routine of looking out for it on that day. 
 
In conclusion we propose to continue to send out Stagslink by email and to put it on the website.  
We will try to make sure this happens on Monday of each week.  It is hoped that, as more email 
addresses are added to the system, we are able to email it to virtually every parent each week as 
this seems to be the most reliable method. 
 
We will continue to print a number of paper copies each week and leave these at the school 
reception for any student who requests one.
